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Cambridge Campus Chapter
C O N S T I T U T I O N 

Article 1: Name

The name of this organization shall be the Cambridge Chapter of the Minnesota State College Faculty Association.

Article 2: Purpose

The purpose of the chapter shall be to create an effective organization through which members may properly exercise their responsibilities to provide educational leadership in achieving academic excellence. It shall also promote the general welfare of the faculty and the college. 

This organization shall provide the channels through which the interests of the faculty may be represented to both the state association and the Anoka-Ramsey Community College administration compatible with the statewide negotiated contract. 

Specifically, the chapter will work to:

 improve education at the Cambridge Campus of Anoka-Ramsey Community College

 provide a channel for faculty involvement in the operations of the college

 participate in the State Association

 encourage professional growth of faculty

 improve professional status, working conditions and the economic well-being of the faculty.

Article 3: Membership

Chapter membership shall be composed of those unclassified staff who are members of the State Association and who meet local chapter membership requirements. 

Those qualifying for membership are:

 Unlimited full-time instructors whose primary assignment is Cambridge Campus.

 Part-time and Unlimited Part-time instructors whose primary assignment is Cambridge Campus.

 Adjunct instructors whose primary assignment is Cambridge Campus

Primary teaching assignment is defined as a majority of assigned load. Those, whose load is divided among more than one MnSCU campus covered by the MSCF contract, are assigned chapter membership at the campus offering the majority of assigned credit load. In the event of an equal distribution of credit load among two or more campuses, the member may elect to join the chapter of his/her choice.

The ultimate legislative authority of the organization resides with the chapter membership.

Article 4: Officers

Officers of the chapter shall be president, vice-president, secretary and treasurer. 

Officers shall be elected in accordance with the by-laws and in the parliamentary authority adopted by the chapter. 

All officers are subject to recall upon a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the chapter membership.

Article 5: Delegate Assembly

Delegates shall be elected to represent the chapter at the meetings of the statewide Delegate Assembly.

Alternate Delegates shall represent the Chapter at meetings of the Delegate Assembly in the absence of the Delegates.

Article 6: Executive Council
The Executive Council of the Chapter shall consist of the officers of the Chapter, the elected representatives of the Academic Standards Council, the Chapter Grievance Representative plus any additional members deemed necessary by the Council. 

The Council shall have the power to act for the Chapter, subject to reversal by Chapter action. It shall be the responsibility of the Council to keep members informed of all actions and activities concerning the Chapter.

Article 7: Meetings

Meetings of the Chapter may be called at the discretion of the President or the Executive Council or upon the initiative of ten (10) percent of the membership. Twenty (20) percent of the membership shall constitute a quorum for meetings requiring official action by the Chapter. 

Meetings shall be called at least once each academic semester. Meeting attendance is restricted to Chapter members and their invited guests.

Any meeting may be designated as an Executive Session by the President. An Executive Session shall be defined as one open only to members. 

Robert’s Rules of Order, current edition, shall govern the organization in all applicable cases not inconsistent with the Constitution or By-Laws. 

The highest ranking existing officer may serve the temporary functions of the president.

Article 8: Amendments

Amendments to this Constitution may be proposed by any member of the chapter providing such amendment is submitted to the entire membership in writing not less than thirty (30) days prior to the time of voting. Amendments become effective following approval by two-thirds (2/3) of those voting within the stated time limit.

Article 9: Constitutional Limits

Nothing in this Constitution or its By-Laws shall be inconsistent with the provisions of the MSCF Constitution or the Master Contract.

Article 10: Ratification

This Constitution shall be in effect immediately following approval of two-thirds (2/3) of those who vote within the stated time limit.
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Article 1. Membership

Membership in the Cambridge Campus Chapter of the Minnesota State College Faculty Association is concurrent with membership in the State Association.
Local Dues
The determination to assess local annual dues and the amount thereof, shall be made at the start of fall semester. 

The dues shall be payable on or before October 1 of that semester.
Section 2. Duties

President. The president of the faculty shall:

 preside at all general and executive meetings of the chapter and shall have the responsibility of calling all meetings 

 provide a written agenda for all scheduled meetings and distribute same to members a week prior to the meeting date

 preside at assigned/scheduled Shared Governance meetings 

 preside at assigned/scheduled Academic Standards meetings

 be ex-officio member of all committees except the nominating committee and shall represent the faculty with the local administration and at campus functions.

Vice President. The vice-president shall: 

 serve in the absence of the president

 serve as a member of the executive committee

 serve as a member of the Shared Governance Council

Secretary. The secretary shall:

 be the recording officer of the chapter

 be the recording officer for the chapter’s Shared Governance meetings

 keep a written record of all proceedings

 keep all committee reports on file

 keep the official membership roll

 send notices to members

 conduct all general correspondence for the Chapter

 serve as a member of the Executive Committee

 serve as a member of the Shared Governance Council

Treasurer. The treasurer shall:
 collect and record any and all dues of the Chapter

 make all necessary disbursements

 arrange for any payroll deductions for State Association dues

 deposit and keep records of all Chapter funds in a bank designated by the Executive Committee and  make an annual financial report to the membership

 make whatever interim reports the chapter so directs

 serve as a member of the Executive Committee

 serve as a member of the Shared Governance Council.
Article 3. Meetings

Meetings are open to all faculty MSCF members and shall be held at least one per academic semester.

Executive Committee meetings may be called by the president or highest ranking officer and minutes of all actions of the Executive Committee shall be published and distributed to all Chapter members within seven days following such meetings.

The latest available edition of Robert’s Rules of Order will govern the organization in all cases to which they are applicable.
Article 3. Committees
Section A. Purpose

Faculty committees are charged with formulating faculty positions on issues that come before the membership. Such committees shall be formed from time to time by the Chapter and shall report on findings to the general membership.

Section B. Committee Membership

Members of committees will be appointed by the Executive Committee from the general membership and shall serve voluntarily and at the pleasure of the members.

Section C. Chairs

Chairpersons of each committee shall be appointed by the Chapter president. Other officers, if necessary, shall be elected by the committee. Committees shall post notice of their meetings, shall publish agendas, and shall report to the membership.
Section D. Functions

The Cambridge Campus Chapter of the Minnesota College Faculty Association shall participate in two meet and confer committees: the Faculty Shared Governance Council and the Academic Affairs and Standards Council, who shall meet with the College President or his designee and representatives from the Coon Rapids MSCF chapter, at regular intervals. 

The Chapter shall also forward the name of the recommended campus grievance representative to the state association.

In addition, other standing committees will be formed as needed.

Article 5. Amendments

Amendments to these By-Laws may be proposed by any member of the Chapter provided such amendment is submitted in writing not less than thirty (30) days prior to time of voting. 

Amendments become effective following approval of the majority of the membership of the Chapter Association.
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
